He made schism in the Order and
hurted the Buddha till the Buddha's foot
was bruised. The earth could not
uphold him. The ground opened. The
fierce flames burst forth. Devadatta
sank amidst the flames and
disappeared.

Angulimala
suddently understood, dropped his
weapon, and asked to be ordained. He
later became an Arahat.

Division of the Buddha's relics: A
brahmin named Tona told the kings of
seven countries to stop fighting for the
Buddha's relics and better to practise
the Dharma. He divided the relics to
those kings proportionally.
